Riverwalk represents a space of 

renaissance for the town of Fort 

Erie.  Completed in 2002, the revi-

talization spans approximately half 

a kilometer along Niagara Boule-

vard and the waterõs edge, calling 

forth pedestrians from across the 

city.

-on-the-Lake.  The circular plan of
